align the stars and change the many video file types you have to one standard.

After the app downloads and installs, it's pretty simple to convert your files. Select the Add File button
and browse your computer to find the alien file type you need to convert. The file info should appear at
the top:

If you are converting an original file
that is super high quality resolution, you might consider the HD options, but most commonly you should
choose Normal Quality or Original Quality.
