* Attention : Be sure to set up the product after parking or stopping the car at a safe place.

Set up the product where it does not disturb the functioning of navigating devices like handles
and damping devices or gearboxes.
it is recommended to set up the GPS antenna on the front dash board of the car where the
GPS signal reception is slrong.

. The map and guidance service can be

dilferent from the actual road condition,

In case of operating inside or
underground, the GPS signal reception can
be disturbed depending to the
surroundings of the car.

In city centers that is crowded with
buildings or lunnels, underground parking
lots, and sealed areas, the GPS reception
can be abnormal. So the product must be
set up outdoors in open area.

. Do not set up electronic products that

generate serious electromagnetic waves
like electronic transmitter. It can cause
disruption in receiving GPS signal.

. In case of driving in poor GPS reception

areas, the time of recognizing the current
location can take longer than normal,

.In case of poor conditions of GPS

reception, the location of the car on the
map and the actual location can be
different and it might not be able to
recognize and indicate the correct current
location.

. Due to map matching error, it can

indicated that the car is off the actual
driving road.

10M and in case of driving roads that run
closely parallel, the actual location and the
location of the map might be diflerent,

. In case of using the product for the first

time after purchase or not having used the
product for a long time, it can take quite a
fong time for the GPS to recognize the
current location. (Sometimes it takes about
5 1o 30minutes) The time of reception can
differ according to the condilion of the GPS
satellite, To recognize the current location
wait a while untii the condition of the GPS
reception becomes stable.
