Remove the guard against theft front-
panel at first, then press RESET button
with a pointed object, (such as a
ball-point pen) to set the unit to initial
status.

This function can only be operated

by the head unit.

2.Turning the Unit On/Off

Press PWR/SRC button to turn on the
unit. In unit ON, when insert a disc, the
unit will automatically start playing.
Long pressing it to tum off the unit
completely.

Pressing PWR/SRC button on the head
unit also performs the same operation.
Note:

After the unit is off, the volume level is
memorized during the area between

6 and 30.If the volume level is set

less than 6, it will resume to 6; if it is
higher than 30, it will resume to 30; if it
is between 6 and 30, it still stores in
the status which you set.

3.Volume Control

Press VOL+ button on the remote
control to increase the sound level and
press VOL- button on the remote
control to decrease the sound level.
Rotating(VOL+ or VOL-) on the head
unit or touching the VOL-/VOL+ on the
TFT panel also performs the same
operation.

4 Setting the Sound Characteristics
Repeatedly press SEL button to select
the desired mode in the following order:
