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Adjusting the Para-Bass Controls

The bass response in a system is affected by four factors:

(1] The acoustics of the vehicle

(2) The localions of the speakers

[3)The musiconihe taps

[4) Speakers and speaker enclosures,

Because of the variations in the recording process, we develegped BX-10 to help restore
any low frequencies lost during the recording process, however. the acoustics ol various
anvironmenls are different.

The Sweep conirol allows you lo select a center fraquency ( the frequency most affected )
between 27 and 63 Hz, The Width control then allows you lo cantrol the shape of the filter
centered around the Sweep frequeancy.

Setting The Bass Output Control

The Bx-10is the most powerful bass component. This device equipped with several
different Bass Oulput selections. If you should need to change the settings, Please use
Ine chart below for guidance. It is recommendead : histen o the faciory setting before

If the Unit does not turn-on, and / or the power indicator LED is NOT
illuminated, do this:

1) Check and make sure that B+ and GMND are nol reversed

2) Check thal all power wires are properly connected and has
the appropriate potential {11- 16 volts)

3) Check that the fuse is intact.

If you experience high audible distortion or low output volume:

4) Check that the input and output levels are sat carrectly. Input should
match the source and output should match the sensitivity of the host.

5) Check the crossover setlings; make sure they are correct; far high "Q"
systems, set the crossover hall an octave above the desired point and for
low "0" systems, set it 1 octave or more above,

If you experience whining or engine noises:
B) Verify thatthe GND conneclion is secure, the conductar {wire) is not too
thin and unnecessarily long.

7} Check that the B+ wire is not too thin and unnecessarily long.
